Die konobitische Lebensform, eine neue Form des monastischen Lebens, die
Pachomius der GroBe in den 20er Jahren des 4. Jahrhunderts in Agypten begriindet
hatte, ist reich dokumentiert. Die schriftlichen Quellen (das sogenannte Pachomische
Korpus), die uns auf koptisch, griechisch, lateinisch und arabisch tiberliefert wur-
den, erlauben uns, eine klare Vorstellung davon zu bekommen, wie das alltagliche
Leben in den pachomischen Klostern verlief. Auf Grund dieser Texte wird die Fra-
ge nach der Erndhrung der pachomischen Monche untersucht und in einem Ver-
zeichnis aufgelistet und analysiert, was auf dem Speiseplan der Monche stand.
