SOURCES AND FORMATION OF THE CONCEPTION
OF THE KING OF DEMONS IN THE MANICHAEAN
RELIGION

The article traces the influence of religions beliefs which developed earlier in the Eastern
Mediterranean and the Nearer Asia on the formation of Manichaean demonology. A Russian
translation of chapters 6 and 27 of the treatise “Cephalaia“ which has come down to us in
its Coptic version is given for the first time. It contains a description of the ruler of the
powers of darkness whom the treatise calls the Archon or the King of Darkness noting
analogies between the Manichaean ruler of demons and the images of Jaldabaoth in the
Gnostic teachings and Leontocephal-Aeon in Mithraism established in previous publications,
as well as earlier Iranian-Mesopotamian and Egyptian iconographic analogies, the author

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draws attention to points of similarity in descriptions of the Manichaean King of Darkness
and planetary forces and monsters in the biblical texts of visions and prophecies. Having
compared the corresponding places in the books of Ezekiel, Daniel, Iob, in the revelation
of John, the Psalms, the Apocryphal books of Enoch and others with Manichacan and
Mithraist texts, the author makes the following conclusions.

Iranian-Mesopotamian conceptions of the ruler of cosmos have, apparently, served as the
prototype of the image of Aeon — Jaldabaoth — Archon. In iconography it may initially
have been represented as a group consisting of a winged deity and a monster-animal with
leonine features. During the As.yrian conquest these conceptions penetrated into Egypt, the
iconography of the “pantheistic demon® took shape, which fully reflected the late Egyptian
trend towards henotheism. One can hardly imagine the development of the image of Mithraist
Aeon without the Egyptian phase. In the Hellenistoc period the representation of the cosmic
god spread further; it could be interpreted in the same way as the image of the ruler of the
elements on the basis of Greek philosophical conceptions.

The image of Gnostic Jaldabaoth may originate not directly from Mithraist Aeon, but
from its prototype, cosmic deity. Biblical notions of a cosmic god and planetary forces were,
superimposed on this image. There-were typological similarities as well: many conceptions
of cosmos and its rulers are identical in entirely different religions. One should also bear in
mind cultural commonality which had developed by the time over the vast area: it may account
for the identity of features and terms, characterizing one and the same religious phenomenon
within the area. And yet the biblical influence in this case is undoubted.

As to the function of the Manichaean cosmic ruler as the King of evil spirits, one may

say with certainty that it emerged as a result of the transformation of ideas about material
cosmos in the Manichaean teaching, as-well as a consequence of dualism of this religion,
wherein God is perfect and good, and lack of perfection is the lot of evil spirits.
The literature which furnished the material for the present study, the literature of revelation,
is undonbtedly, considered by Gnosticism and Manichaeism to be inspired by God. Mithraist
and Gnostic texts extensively use and quote Canonical and Apocryphal Revelations, psalms
and the literature of Wisdom. However, featur¢s of the God of the Revelations could hardly
have been transferred directly to the Manichaean King of Darkness or the Gnostic supreme
Archon. Manichaeism arose in the middle of the 3rd century, Gnosticism reached its height
in the 2nd century. The period of superimposition of Old Testament features of the cosmic
deity upon the image of the ruler of cosmos should apparently be sought at some earlier
time on the basis Mithraist materials.
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
